Semester 2 and 3 29 January 2018 - 7 September 2018 (25 GBP 8, 500
weeks)

An entry level of at least IELTS 5.0, with a minimum score of 5.0 or higher in each
component

Tuition Fees include a GBP 500 non-refundable pre-payment fee may be required. This will

be payable after you have applied for a course.
