Many employers value the skills acquired from a History degree which is widely accepted as
a rigorous academic discipline. Within your degree you will develop:

e Critical reasoning and analytical skills, the ability to solve problems and think
creatively.

e |Intellectual competency and the ability to think flexibly.
e The capability to conduct research using a variety of different tools and resources.

e The ability to construct an argument by identifying appropriate evidence and
communicating the findings in a clear and structured format, in writing and vocally.

e Negotiation and questioning skills, as well as the ability to summarise coherently.

e Self-motivation and the ability to work independently, applying good time
management and prioritisation.

e A capacity to engage in teamwork, accommodating different ideas, taking into
account various opinions and making decisions.

e The ability to take an objective and open-minded approach to problem-solving,
when faced with arguments and hypotheses.

e Aknowledge of social reactions and relations i.e. how factors influence groups and
individuals.

The information below can be used to find job vacancies that are related to your
programme, and/or to build understanding of relevant roles. Quite often History graduates
who wish to enter a career directly related to the degree programme take on a selection of
short term project and contract roles to gain experience and form connections in the
industry or seek further study opportunities within a related programme e.g. MA Curatorial
Studies etc. It can take several months to get to your career moving in the direction you
want it to be going within this industry but it is possible to make it. Make the most of the
opportunities provided by the University to meet and network with alumni from History at
the University of Southampton and learn from their experiences.
