ECR applicant must lead the project although others may be involved in the project;

Funds must be spent within one year of award;

Shortlisted entries will be required to give 2 minute presentation on 7™ May prior to final decision;
Successful applicant will present work in 2016 NGS Symposium;

Decision of judges is final.
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
